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Guidelines for Final Paper Submission eCAADe 2008 Antwerp

These instructions explain how to prepare and format your final paper for digital submittal to the ECAADE 2008 Conference in Antwerp, for incorporation into the final proceedings. This template has been substantially updated compared to previous eCAADe conferences so please make sure to read and follow it thoroughly.

Please help us in completing the huge task of having the printed proceedings ready at the beginning of the conference for your own benefit. Carefully use this guide and template for your final paper submission.

Authors should...

Use this Word document for formatting their documents, making use of the pre-formatted styles provided by this template.

Note that the format described in this document is not the final format to be published – your text will be edited for final proceedings. However, when authors use the styles designated in this template, it will be easy to redefine the styles and place all papers into the final proceedings format.

Authors should NOT...

... change any document, paragraph nor style settings nor style names – please leave all the document settings unchanged! – Do not format your paper to simply look like this document. You should use styles to set the formatting attributes. 

If you do not know how to use the styles to format your paper, ask the technical chair or use the help system available with your software.

Document length

The document length INCLUDING images and references should be 6-8 pages and must NOT exceed 8 pages. The length can be measured with this template document. If your document appears to be longer than the expected number of pages, it will be shortened by the editors or it might be rejected. We will have over 140 papers to be published in less than 1000 pages of the proceedings book!

File naming and paper submission due June 1, 2008

Please name your Word-file using the abstract id and first author’s surname. The abstract id number was delivered to you in the acceptance e-mail. This helps us significantly to organize all final papers. For instance:

Please create one ZIP file containing your Word file AND your image files and submit via the web interface of the conference.

Please note: Re-uploading the ZIP file overwrites the previous version.

The final paper has to be delivered to us latest June 1, 2008 If your paper is not delivered in due time, it will not be presented nor included in the proceedings.

The next two pages contain instructions for formatting. The style names for each paragraph are shown in parentheses – please use them in formatting your text.

Paper Title (01_title)

Abstract. The short abstract text should be a few paragraphs long, and not longer than 10-11 lines (07_abstract).

Keywords. First: second; third; fourth; fifth. i.e. up to five. (07_abstract).

Please make sure to use semicolons between keywords and finalize with full stop.

First order headings (Heading 1)

This is the style of the main body text (21_text_first). The text area is defined in this document template, and it reflects the size of the final proceedings layout. The page layout is based on an A4 sheet. Keep all text and artwork within this boundary. Paragraphs immediately after a heading begin at the left-hand margin, subsequent paragraphs are indented. 

Second and subsequent paragraphs (22_text) are indented from the left-hand margin, with no extra space between the paragraphs.

Please do not use capital letters in headings except when you refer to names. Do not include any numbering in the headings either.

Citations in the text should be in the Harvard style like this Gero (1991) where author’s name appears in text, or where authors’ names are not cited specifically in text, add the citation in parentheses like this (Gero and Tversky, 1990; Gero, 1991). If you need to refer to a URL reference, do so in the main body of the text like this (www.xerox.com:80/XeroxResearch.html: Jan 2001).

Second order headings (Heading 2)

Second order headings are slightly lighter than first order titles.

You should NOT use third order headings.

Equations


Equations are left justified from the paragraph indent with a space before and after and equation number at right-hand margin.

Figures

Each figure is numbered and inserted in the text after the first reference to it.

Figures should be either 65 mm (half page width) or 135 mm (full page width) wide and max. 165 mm high. Figure titles are placed under the figures, and they should have the following style, using "Shift + Enter" to break the line for the title:

Please insert figures into submitted word files (only for our reference) AND submit figures as separate graphic files along with your word file in the ZIP file. Please name files with abstract id number, first authors name and figure number, for example:

45_achten_fig01.jpg

Graphic file formats you are asked to use are:

TIFF (preferably compressed) or JPG (high quality)

Due to possible problems with fonts usage and line thickness in vector graphics please convert this type of figures to one of the above raster formats. Submit them in correct dimensions (1:1 scale) using 300 dpi resolution. Please note that all figures will be reproduced in color (if applicable) in the digital proceedings (pdf) only. In the printed proceedings only shades of gray will be applied. Files may be saved using both Windows and Macintosh platforms.

Tables

Tables are treated like figures. Tables are numbered, use "Shift + Enter" to break the line for the title:

Please be very thorough with the references, e.g. ensure to finalize them with the full stop and CONFORM to the punctuation as shown. References are unnumbered and the whole list of references should be in alphabetical order. Please conform to the style (24_references) as shown in the samples below:
